Embedding a PDF file into Excel is like
creating a PDF button in your sheet (that looks like the PDF icon). Click Insert StepSelect Adobe Acrobat Document as Object type. Double-
check that it’s the right file before moving on Connect a PDF File to Excel. In the Excel file, head over to the “Insert” tab and then click the
“Object” button. Right-click on the PDF and choose Format Object, then click OK. Embed the file. You can also change the icon, title, and link
of the embedded PDF with simple steps or VBA code Inserting a PDF Into Excel. Steps: Select the cell in which you want the PDF file. Embed
PDF in excel Worksheets. Click the Get Data drop-down arrow on the left side of the ribbon. Any user can access that PDF file by simply
clicking on this icon in the Excel sheet �. Select Text. Add your PDF. Go to Create > Browse to find the PDF of your choice. In Browse, select
the PDF file you want to attach. But if you work on a PC, you can add a Microsoft Office signature line to your document by opening the
spreadsheet in Excel and choosing Insert › Add Signature Line. Once your PDF is uploaded, Add a signature line to your Excel spreadsheet. In
the Object dialog box, select Create from File. Here's what an embedded spreadsheet will look like Open the Excel document you wish to use
and go to Insert > Object. Add your PDF. Go to Create > Browse to find the PDF of your choice. Then, click "Insert." Once you’ve located your
PDF and clicked "Insert," you should see the file path appear in the dialog box. In the Object window that appears, switch to the “Create from
File” tab and then click “Browse.”. To get started, select the sheet you want to work with in Excel and go to the Data tab. We will go to the Insert
tab and select the Object icon in the Text group. Once you embed the file, you can filter/sort it with the cells Figure– Insert PDF into Excel. Select
the Just upload your PDF document by selecting it from your hard drive, providing a link, adding it from a cloud storage or dragging it into the
upload box. To embed a PDF in your Excel sheet, follow these steps: Go to the Insert Tab > Text > Object StepBrowse and Select Your PDF.
Click the "Browse" button, find your PDF file, and select it. Tick the boxes Link to file and Display as icon.
